Brief Summary of the Programme:

The festival witnessed a massive turnout of around 300 participants from various
parts of Maharashtra and other states.

In this 2nd Devagiri Short Film Festival, most of the films came from rural areas.
Participation in this festival was recorded not only from every corner of the state
but also from other states. Despite the limitation of Amrit Mahotsav of Freedom
and topics related to Indian culture, a total of 88 short films participated in the
festival and out of these 88 films, selected 82 films and 10 special films were
screened in various theatres at scheduled times over two days. In particular, 8
Sanskrit language films were shown in various halls as 'Sanskrit language
promotion and propagation’. This festival was a testament to the vibrant tapestry of
creativity and talent within the region.

Among the standout films, "Bhai Ka Badde," produced by the visionary Umesh
Ghewariker, emerged as the Best Film, captivating audiences with its compelling
narrative and exceptional production.

In the Short Film category, Prakash Rothod's "Pakhar" secured the second prize,
showcasing his storytelling finesse, while Omkar Sutar's *The Independence Day"
claimed the third prize, leaving an impactful impression on the festival-goers.

A Special Jury Award was bestowed upon the thought-provoking short film
"Alarm Gaadi," highlighting its unique and impactful storytelling approach. In the
Documentary category, "Ye Gaon Mera" took home the first prize, emphasizing
the importance of a socially oriented system. Abhigyan Das' "Sushrut of Modern
India" earned the second prize, offering insightful perspectives on modern Indian
society. The third prize was awarded to Bharat Valke's "Operation Umri Bank," a

documentary that delves into critical societal issues.



The festival also recognized the significance of local languages with the Myboli
section at the Devagiri Short Film Festival. Parag Chaudhary's "The Daptaracha
Da" secured the first rank, showcasing the richness of local storytelling. Ramesh
Jadhav's "Lokmanya Bappa" received the motivational prize, adding another layer
of cultural depth to the festival.
